Karnataka is also blessed with renowned R & D Institutions like Central Food Technological Research
Institute (CFTRI), Defence Food Research Laboratory (DFRL), National Dairy Research Institute (NDRI), Indian
Institute of Horticulture Research (IIHR) and Indian Institute of Plantation Management (IIPM) and four
Agriculture Univrsities, an exclusive University for Horticulture Sciences and University for Animal Husbandry
and veternary Sciences.

It has also established 6 Centers of Excellence for Mango, Pomogranate, Vegetables, Flowers, Protected
Cultivation and Precision Farming.

Gherkins: Karnataka is the hub for Gherkin production and exports. At present, it is being exported to
USA, EU and Russia. There is a Further scope for increase of export of Gherkins from the State.

Processed Food Products : Karnataka also has many food processing industries like mango pulp, frozen
fruits and vegetables, pickels and ready to eat products etc., wherein there is a lot of scope for enhancing exports.

Wine: Maharashtra and karnataka are two major wine producing state and wine manufacturers like Grover
Zampa, UG Global and Heritage Winery are located in Karnataka. With Sustained market promotion, wine exports
can be increased.

Cut Flowers: Pune and Maharashtra, Bangalore in Karnataka, Hosur in Tamilnadu are the main production
hub for export quality flowers. Bangalore also has the only Flower Auction Center in the Country.

Non Basmati Rice : The Northern part of Karnataka like Raichur, Bellary, Gangavathi are major
production hub for Sonamasuri Rice which is being exported. There are a number of rice mills in this region.
